SCHOOL  RULES  AND  REGULATIONS

      1.    Punctuality is essential.  School starts at 07h20.  Parents should see to it that their 

             child/ren are punctual for school.  Parents / Guardians / Drivers must report to school 

             management when coming late, not to put the child/ren in an awkward position.  Learners 

             themselves have to put in every effort at home not to be late for school.

2.  School ends for Grades 1 and 2 if not in waiting class at 12h25 otherwise at the 

        same time as for Grades 3 to 7 only at 13h05. Changes may occur but parents will be   

        notified in advance.

      3.    Silence has to be maintained:

                » when lining up at the start of the school day

               » during assembly on Monday morning

                 » when moving from class to class between lessons

4. The safety of all children in the streets around the school should be of utmost   
concern to all parents.  Please fetch your child/ren punctually after school. 

The school is not liable for any harm, damage or loss occurring to any learner, after   

school. Learners must keep clear off the street and pavement between 07h20  and  13h05.
5. No learner is allowed to leave the school premises during school hours unless permission 

             has been granted by the principal or his HOD’s.

6. No learner is allowed on the hostel premises during break – the hostel restroom and   

            toilets are out of bounds. No learner is permitted to scramble up the terraces or play on the     

            terraces, the slopes to the east of the school and hostel premises or the fences.

7. The area between the school hall and the school building, as well as the northwest  

 corner of the school premises – at the palm trees – is no playground.

8. No ball games are to be played during break.

9. Orders by the member of the scholar patrol and prefects have to be respected and obeyed by  
everybody.

10. The school- and sport premises, class rooms and toilets are to be kept clear of litter.


11. All items of inventory / school properties must be treated with care and kept in good  

      condition.  Should a learner damage or vandalize such, he / she will be held liable.

12. School books must be covered, bear the name of the child and handled with care.    

            The learner must replace damaged or lost books.

13. Learners must have a strong school bag with subdivisions.  The name of the child   

        must be clearly displayed on the outside of the bag.  Plastic bags or rucksacks are not 
        allowed.
14.  School work / assignments has to be done meticulously and regularly.

15. When a learner has been absent for two consecutive days including Mondays and or  

Fridays, a written excuse from the doctor is required.  If a learner has been absent 

for 3 days or more, a medical certificate is required.  If a child feels sick in the  

morning before school, please do not send him/her to school.  Parents must inform the  

school before 08h00 of the child’s absence.

16. Request for leave from school must be done in writing at least a week in advance.    

       Leave forms are available in the secretariat and permission can only be granted by the    

       principal.  
       Exceptions where the application for leave will be considered and / or granted are:

-
compassionate leave (death of immediate family member)

-
participation in a sporting activity, representing Namibia
           Should a learner be absent without leave during school time, will he /she be penalized, 
           concerning the grading of any test, task, project or oral written or completed during      

           his / her period of absence. No learner will be allowed to write a missed test, hand in 

           or do a project or oral after his / her absence without leave.
17. Doctors appointments have to be made in the afternoons.
18. Teachers and learners are not to be disturbed during lessons.  Appointments with    

teachers can be arranged for afternoons only via the secretariat.
19. Teachers and visitors are to be greeted courteously.

20. Learners must line up before leaving their class and must do so promptly and orderly.

21. School Development Fund has to be paid each term / monthly / yearly.  Book lending fees 

must be paid at the beginning of each year to the respective class teacher.  Waiting class fee (Grade 1 & 2 only) must be paid at the beginning of each term to the respective class teacher.
22. School uniform and sport uniform are compulsory.  During physical education class, the DSW Sport T-Shirt and maroon short is compulsory.

23. The learner’s name has to be affixed on all items of clothing, bags, containers, etc.



24. Hair styles for boys:  hair must be neat, clean, well groomed and kept short.

Hair styles for girls:  long hair must be tied neatly or plaited, cleared out of the face.     

Should additional hair be used, it must be the same colour as the original hair colour.

Only dyed hair in natural colours is permitted (eg. blond, black, brown).

25. Jewellery e.g. necklaces, bracelets, rings and hanging earrings are not allowed, with   

the exception of small studs or small rings in each ear (only in the earlobe!).  During 

school hours and in the case of boys representing the school, boys may not wear 

earrings. No piercing is allowed during school time.

26. No make up is allowed!

27. Please give your child only water for break time.  No juices, yoghurt are allowed.
28. Chewing gum is not allowed during school hours.

29. Cell phones are not allowed.  This is a rule of the Ministry of Education! If a 
child needs to make an emergency phone call, h / she may phone from the office.  

Learners are not permitted to use the school phone to make private calls.   

            Please leave your cell phones at home !!  We are not liable for any loss.

30. Parents are requested to assist learners packing their satchels according to timetables.        

Learners are requested to ensure, that they are in possession of all the necessary 
equipment, school gear or materials, needed for the day, when coming to school in 
the morning. 

The secretariat will not forward any items forgotten at home, handed in at the office,
             to the learner or teacher, nor take any responsibility concerning loss or damage to the  

             items.
